Changing All Read-Only Files within a Folder

Files have been burned onto a CD, then copied to another computer’s desktop.  All of the files are “read-only” since they have come from the CD. Instead of changing the properties of each file individually, change the folder’s properties. Right click the folder name, click Properties - the following window opens:
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Remove the check from “read-only” - 

click “archive - 

click “Apply” - 

The following window opens:


Click “Apply changes to this folder, subfolders and files”.

Click “OK”.
