Things to Remember                                                           

Otsego Users - Please do not work “live” - create/save a web in your own folder on the building server, then publish it through NWOCA using your own account information

Make Webs, not pages (File-New-Web-Empty Web) –Open Webs, not files or pages 


Save the Web in your folder on the building server.


Navigation view is the best view to use to make new pages


SAVE each page often

Be sure to save all graphics in the “images” folder within your web

File names should be in all lowercase

File names should not have spaces, use the underscore instead

   When you have the web (multiple pages) in good order, publish it using HTTP (HyperText Transfer Protocol) that is available through the NWOCA web server available to Otsego.

Publish a web using HTTP
Publish the files in the current web when you are ready to present your web for public viewing, or when you want to update the files in your web. You can publish using HTTP (HyperText Transfer Protocol) if the FrontPage Server Extensions are installed on the Web server (live at the NWOCA web server) to which you are publishing. Before you publish your web, you can specify which pages you want to publish. Then, when you publish your web, you have the following options: 

· Publish only the files that have changed. FrontPage compares the files on your local web (in your folder on the server) to the files on the Web server, and only those files that are newer than those on the Web server are published. However, files that have been marked Don't Publish will not be published. 

· Publish all files, except those that have been marked Don't Publish. The files from the local web (in your folder on the server) will overwrite all files on the destination Web server (live at the NWOCA web server), even if the files on the Web server are newer. 

· Publish subwebs, if the current web has subwebs. All files and folders in subwebs will be recursively published in addition to those in the current web. 

Have your web open in Front Page, but don’t have any pages open:

1. On the File menu, click Publish Web. 

2. Click Options to expand the list of options. 

3. Specify whether you want to publish only pages that have changed, or all pages. 

4. To publish subwebs, select the Include subwebs check box. 

5. In the Specify the location to publish your web to box, type the location of a Web server, click the arrow to select a location to which you have published before, or click Browse to find the publishing location. 

6. Click Publish.  

 Here’s an example showing my account name (be sure to use your own account) to update a web (the first time you publish, you will click “Publish all pages, overwriting any already on the destination):
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After a moment or two you will have to login.  This is the window you will see to login (notice this has my username, please be sure to use your own username).
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FrontPage publishes your web. If you want to verify that your web was successfully published, click the hyperlink that is displayed after the web has been published — your Web browser will open to the site you just published.

If you cancel publishing in the middle of the operation, files that have already been published remain on the destination Web server.

More Things to keep in mind as you make your web site using Front Page:

Tables – be sure to use them to make layout easier


To center on page – Table – Properties – Table - Center

Insert Picture – if from Internet, or doesn’t work – use this extra step:


While in FP – Import file that was saved “somewhere” – this puts it into the images folder,



Then, from FP – Insert Picture – from file (as normally done)

Picture layout – format picture – general – style – format - positions

Watch load time – change from bmp to gif, (didn’t particularly like the appearance of thumbnails)


“resampling” (in Picture toolbar) seems to be the best way to deal with long load time

Page transitions (from Format menu)

Background texture


Format – Background – checkmark in background picture – browse – click on the clipart button

Sound in background (Page Properties)

Title at top of page that is seen in browser – Save as – click the CHANGE button above the file name, type in the new “title”

Frames – New Web – File – New Page – Frames Pages tab


Page default – at right


New window – whole page new window on top of already open window


Parent frame – who page


Whole page – whole page, not on top of already open window

Cell Padding (margins) - from Table Properties

Navigation - in Navigation View - you can just drag and drop pages from the folder/file pane on the left


into the “mapping page”

MPG video inserts – must “browse” to get it once in Video from Insert – Picture


Need to put file name in both General and Video, you can change size under Appearance


Choose “on file open” or “on mouse over”

If there’s a problem viewing the QuickTime movie on the PC if you had “inserted” or “dropped” in the movie – set up a hyperlink that just points to the movie file instead

Bringing web from CD burned on a “home” PC – be sure to include “hidden” files and change from “read only”
