PICTURES FOR GRAPHS

Copy various numbers of pictures (these are clipart) into a document to print and hand to students to then organize into a graph.  You could add the pictures to a predesigned spreadsheet in which students will just type numbers and the graph will interactively be created; or you might have the spreadsheet ready for them to type in labels and values, or you might walk your students through the steps to generate a table and a graph from scratch.
