Resize in Paint

Picture is too large 

· to view within the paint window

· to be emailed as a manageable attachment

· due to file size (800kb) especially if students will be using them in Word or PowerPoint projects - it’s not necessary to have a file of a 12”x17” picture when a 4 x 6 will be fine

Open picture in Paint (too large to see it all)  [To open from My Computer - right click the file name, 







click on Open With - click Paint]

· Click on Image in the menu bar, then click Stretch/Skew

· Under Stretch, type in both a horizontal and vertical %, click OK

TIP - Experiment with the amount of reduction- if I am using Sony DSC-P8 I reduce by 45%
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The example below shows 1632x1224 (826kb) reduced to 735x551 (91kb) - 45%

Too large to see all of the picuture in the Paint window.





Same picture reduced, can all now be seen.
